CONSTITUTION

OF National Lawyers Guild at UCLAW (NLG-UCLAW)

I.  Statement of Purpose

The NLG-UCLAW is an association of lawyers, legal practitioners, law students, and others dedicated to social justice, human rights and civil liberties. The U.C.L.A. School of Law Chapter is the on-campus forum in which Guild members and other interested persons can examine and discuss relevant issues and activities.

II. Statement of Non-Discrimination

The NLG-UCLAW in accordance with applicable Federal and State law and University Policy, does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, disability, age, medical condition (cancer related), ancestry, marital

status, citizenship, sexual orientation or status as a Vietnam Veteran or special disabled Veteran.

The NLG-UCLAW also prohibits sexual harassment.  

This non-discrimination policy covers organization membership, access to organization programs and activities, and the general treatment of members in the organization.
III.  Eligibility for Voting Privileges

All attendees at any one of the last two previous NLG-UCLAW steering committee meetings, and all NLG members who are UCLAW students shall have voting privileges at a steering committee meeting. 

IV.  Voting Procedures
All decisions, except constitutional amendments, shall be made by consensus among chapter members and active participants.   

V.   Operating Procedures

All NLG-UCLAW business shall be conducted by the steering committee, and transacted at the 

steering committee meetings, except such business as the steering committee assigns to sub-groups, sub-committees, or individuals, to conduct or transact on its behalf.  

VI.  Organizational Structure

The NLG-UCLAW is organized solely as a steering committee to which all attendees at its meetings belong.  

All decisions, except constitutional amendments, shall be made by consensus among chapter members and active participants.   

VII. Provision to Make Financial Records Available to Authorized University

       Officials Upon Request
All NLG-UCLAW financial records shall be made available to authorized university officials upon request.

VIII. Procedures for Amending Constitution
All Amendments to this Constitution may be proposed in writing by any member of the NLG-UCLAW chapter and shall be adopted by a two-thirds majority vote.

Any meeting in which amendments will be discussed must be announced no later than one week prior to the amendment meeting.
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
